Teachers and students
aren’t the only ones gearing
up for the new school year.
So are volunteers who stuff
backpacks with food to keep
hundreds of needy children
fed over the weekend, when
there’s no school lunch and
they’d otherwise have little,
perhaps nothing, to eat.

ups delivers aid to area ministry

The next time you run across
UPS’ corporate catchphrase, “Brown
Delivers,” it may take on an entirely
new meaning.

Nearly a dozen UPS industrial
engineers from Charlotte, Greensboro
and Raleigh spent one morning in
August volunteering to help the local
Christians United Outreach Center.

Engineers participating in UPS’
“Neighbor to Neighbor” outreach
spread crushed stone around the
parking lot. They helped stock clothing
in the thrift store. They assembled food

bags for clients. And, in the mother of
all deliveries, shelved six tons of food
from the regional food bank.

And when they were finished in
Sanford, the group had lunch, packed
up and moved on to other projects at
a camp near Moncure serving children
and adults with autism.

“It was a great experience to get
out and help the community,” says UPS
manager Steve Chesnee. “It was also
quite eye-opening to see how great the
needs are, and | am pleased that we
could pitch in to help.”

“Give Change That Makes
Cents,” a new outreach
designed to stop panhandling
and help homeless neighbors
get the help they need, will
begin August 27 at the United
Way’s fall campaign kickoff.

Based on similar initiatives
around the country, “Give
Change That Makes Cents”
allows anyone to contribute

money to help the homeless
through “giving meters” —
special parking-style meters
installed downtown to collect
money that’s sent to local
shelters — instead of giving

money directly to panhandlers.

The outreach also provides
referral cards that can be
handed directly to anyone
asking for money. Cards list a

toll-free phone number where
they can find counseling, food,
clothing and shelter.

David Montgomery,
executive director of Downtown
Sanford Inc., believes it's
a “win-win” for the entire
community by offering a
solution that benefits donors,
downtown and, most important,
those who need help.
